The IRATA two-rope, fail-to-safe method of working has solved 
so many access problems around the world that IRATA now has 
member companies in nearly thirty countries with more joining every 
year; it is the only international Association in its sector. With the 
number of member companies likely to exceed 200 in the very near 
future, the Association has taken safe working at height around the 
world and has set work standards that have been willingly adopted 
by many countries, standards bodies and multi-national companies.

In order to better manage the communication within such a complex 
Association IRATA has created six Regional Advisory Committees 
in its major membership areas; the Association or its members has 
made presentations and held exhibitions in many countries.

The analysis of our work performance – independently collated into 
our annual Work and Safety Analysis – verifies IRATA’s training 
and operational procedures and demonstrates that, when working 
with an IRATA member company, contractors can be assured of 
excellence. Every member company has a Unique Membership 
Number which they can quote in order to demonstrate their 
credentials. Rope access work offered by companies outside IRATA 
membership may not be operating to the same Guidelines/Code of 
Practice that drives IRATA activity, including the use of trained and 
in-date qualified personnel, inspected and tested access equipment, 
the highest supervision levels with practiced and assessed rescue 
expertise.
